The Bishops and the Church in Kansas have been advocating for a
law that would protect the conscience rights of faith-based adoption
agencies who respect the rights of children to be placed with a father
and a mother.

While the bill was passed by the Senate, sadly the Kansas
House of Representatives rejected HB 2481, the Adoption Protection
Act by a vote of 58 to 64.
