Mass obligation for Sundays or Saturday Vigil
and holy days of obligation returns June 5/6

Archbishop Naumann has chosen the Solemnity of the
The Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ, the weekend of June 5-6, 2021,
as the occasion on which the dispensation from the obligation by the faith-
ful to attend Mass shall be lifted. Beginning with Masses for that week-
end, all the Catholic faithful residing within the Archdiocese of Kansas
City in Kansas must return to observing the precept of the Church to at-
tend Mass on Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation. Of course, those
who suffer from underlying health concerns or compromised
immunity, or who have genuinely serious concerns about the risk of
contracting the coronavirus are not bound by the obligation to attend
Mass.
As has always been the case, whether one is obligated to attend Mass or
not, we are nonetheless obliged to observe the Third Commandment of our
Lord to keep holy the Sabbath. The faithful who are unable to attend Mass
should celebrate a liturgy of the Word in their home, using the
Sunday readings; like all the faithful, they should refrain from
unnecessary work and avoid unnecessary shopping, and should spend time
in leisure, rest, and prayer with their families and loved ones.

FEAST OF FAITH : The Homily

The ambo, or pulpit, is a special place—it is the place for God’s
word. That is why it is not used for all the spoken words of the Mass,
even important words like the collects and the blessing. The ambo is
only used for the scripture readings, and for the homily and the prayer of
the faithful.

The homily is part of the Liturgy of the Word. It flows from the
readings we have just heard, and helps us to understand the way in
which God is speaking to us today. The homily is not a lecture, a
catechism lesson, or a speech. It is more like an exhortation; it has an
urgency about it, for it calls us to find ourselves in the scripture, to live
the faith we profess, to see our world by the light of the Gospel. The
homily, in itself a response to God’s word, demands a response from us.
There are many styles of preaching and many ways to respond to the
scriptures. But whether the homily is weak or strong, an open ear and an
open heart can find in it an abundance of spiritual nourishment.
